V Roof ventilation is also important in the winter. The heat that does make it 

into your attic needs to exhaust out. Otherwise the heat in the attic will melt 

the snow on the roof and could create an ice dam. 

V  Check your roof for missing or damaged shingles. Be sure to check valleys, 

gutters, and flashing.  You may want to call Kaz for a Roof Inspection/Tune 

Up. For $175 fee we will inspect your walk-able roof for loose or missing 

shingles, nail pops, seal around all flashing, check your valleys and provide 

you a report on the condition of your roof.                                                       

** Recommended every 3 to 5 years. 

V Inspect your chimney mortar and cap. Moisture that can get into the brick 

mortar or cap will expand when freezing. This will damage your chimney.

V Store your outdoor furniture and grill. 

V Drain and coil hoses 

V Check porch, patio, deck supports and foundations 

for rot, missing connections or other problems. 

V Check for missing or loose siding and aluminum 

trim. The winds of winter can do more damage. 

V Insulate exposed plumbing pipes. 

V Make sure your gutters and downspouts are clean.

How do we charge? 

We bill on a time and material basis.  The service call is $59.00. The visit 

includes the first 30 minutes of service and allows the Handyman to give you 

an idea of approximate additional time and materials.

EPAôs Renovation, Repair, and Painting Rule (RRP) went into effect on 

April 22, 2010. It requires renovation and painting contractors who work in pre-1978  

housing and who might disturb painted surfaces to become Lead Certified Renovators by taking 

ñLead Safe Work Practicesò training and the contractor must become EPA RRP Certified.  

 

The rule applies to all jobs in pre-1978 housing, where more than 6 square feet per room or 20 square feet outside will be 

ñdisturbedò. This applies to every window replacement project, every interior renovation and a siding project in which the 

existing siding will be removed.  

 

How does this impact contractors? 

 All contractors need to become EPA Firm Certified. (Kaz has been certified since January 2010) 

 The contractor must at least one trained and certified RRP Certified Renovators on staff (Kaz has 26 RRP Renovators) 

 Contractors must give clients a pamphlet called ñRenovate Rightò and get a signed receipt before beginning a job.  

 The RRP Rule requires contractors to test paint they will disturb BEFORE beginning a job. This testing is to be done 

using EPA-approved test kits.  

 If the test is positive, the contractor must remove, dispose, and clean as per the ñLead Safe Work Practicesò. 

 

At Kaz, we have been very proactive with the approach to the new rule. Since we already have a strong reputation for our clean 

up, the rule has had little impact, other than the testing.
